Zorro 

Ray florets are twisted, curled or wavy and of uniform 

size in irregular arrangement. They may be partially in-

volute or revolute but no portion should be fully invo-

lute or revolute except at the tip of the ray floret. The 

ideal depth is 3/4 the diameter of the bloom and should 

not be greater than the diameter. 

 

 
Formal Decorative (ADS 01-15) 

Mary  

Ray florets are general flat, broad and smooth in a 

regular arrangement that gradually recurve towards 

the stem. Each ray floret row should convey uniform 

and regular size arrangement with tips preferably 

round and extending to a slight point. The ideal 

depth is ¾ the diameter of the bloom and should 

not be greater than the diameter. 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 

Straight Cactus (ADS 61-75) 
Camano Ariel  

Ray florets are narrow at the base, straight or in-

curved, and reflex toward the stem radiating  

uniformly in all directions from the center. They will 

be revolute for the majority of their length and fully 

revolute (touching or overlapping) for approximately 

half their length. A depth of about 3/4 the diameter 

is ideal for this form. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 

Semi-Cactus (ADS 41-55) 
Stateen  

Ray florets are broad at the base, straight or  

incurved, and reflex toward the stem in a regular and 

uniform arrangement. Ray florets will be revolute for 

approximately half their length and fully revolute 

(touching or overlapping) for a least 1/4 their length. 

The ideal depth is 3/4 the diameter of the bloom and 

should not be greater than its diameter.

Dahlias can be classified into 19 different forms. Each of these forms is described in its mature form. The  twelve 
different closed-centered forms are pictured and described in this issue. Note the ADS number that is listed beside 
each form. I will talk about this number and the changes to come in 2010 in the next issue.
