garden bed that focuses on heirloom     

dahlias. One of the dahlias that you wonôt 

miss in this garden is Thomas A. Edison.       

 

 

 

 

 

 

Thomas A. Edison (1929)  

     This formal decorative, heirloom dahlia 

will electrify any garden with its rich and    

regal purple florets that darken towards the 

center. Its blooms are 6 to 8 inches in       

diameter and it grows to a height of 3 to 4 

feet. It was first cultivated in 1929 by Warren 

Maytrott (Dahliadel) from Vineland, New   

Jersey. It was  named it in honor of the     

inventor, Thomas A. Edison. The story goes 

that Thomas Edison was aware of this dahlia 

and gave his approval for its name.
