Disbranching-removing some of the extra 

lateral branches that take away the energy 

from the bloom 

Inspectionsï inspecting leaves and the 

plants for insects or any diseases. 

Labellingï make sure the correct identifying 

labels are tied on to poles

out.  Master gardeners are at the garden to 

provide guidance and instruction. Also, we 

have been meeting as a group while enjoy-

ing Patrickôs delicious iced tea, perfect cof-

fee and assortment of cakes.

     In recent years there has been a lot of    

attention  given to the reality show ñJersey 

Shore,ò but  in reality the heirloom dahlia                                                           

ñJerseyós Beautyò has caught the attention 

of many admirers for 87 years. 

    Jerseyôs Beauty was first cultivated on a 

country estate in Rumson, New Jersey by 

William Waite, who was an amateur breeder 

that lived on the estate. His dahlia was a hit 

from the start. In 1923 it received an ADS 

score of 98, which is the highest score ever 

given by the ADS. Everyone wanted to grow 

this spectacular beauty. In 1923 the com-

mercial growers sold a tuber for a price of 

$25. It was the hit of the dahlia world for  

decades. Then in the early 1990ôs it seemed 

to disappear from gardens. After some hard 

work and determination, Scott Kunst of Old 

House Gardens tracked down some tubers 

and stock in France and started growing it 

again for gardeners to enjoy. 

      These pink beauties grow 6 to 7 feet tall. 

They have an abundance of blooms which 

measure 4 to 6 inches across on each plant. 

They are perfect for a cut flower bouquet.
