Keith H. (WL LB Y/R) was originated by Miller in 1987 (U.S.). This tall profuse bloomer
has yellow florets with a soft hint of red along its edges.

Taratahi Red (WL R) was originated by Frater (New Zealand) in 1987. This dahlia has
beautiful bright red ray florets that grow on straight stems. It is a winner. It is listed on the 2008
Cream of the Crop list and is one of the Fabulous Fifty blooms.

Lauren Michelle ( WL L) was originated by Gitts
a great cut flower. The florets are lavender tinged with darker lavender around the floret edges
and streaks on the upper side of the bloom. These florets have the unique distinction of having a
dark lavender color on their underside.

Odessa (WL R) This dahlia is listed as red in the classification handbook but the florets
are a bright, bold pink with a tinge of yellow on the inside. If you order tubers from Lynch Creek
Farm, they will send you a free Odessa tuber. www.lynchcreekdahlias.com.

Leota Mace (WL DP) was originated by Iverson (Canada) in 1998. This bright fuchsia
bloom is very unique. Its iridescent pink color is outstanding. It tends to grow on a lower growing

plant but blooms profusely.
